One-Window MMAH Review cont’d

• MOE comments received in late April

• Some revisions required to reference various 
MOE Guidelines regarding land division over 5 
lots, compatibility, noise

• MOE will not approve communal services 
unless the City is the owner/operator

• Staff-initiated Motion to be addressed by PPC



Recommendation
That the Planning and Property Committee direct staff to revise 

the Final Draft Official Plan to reflect the Staff-initiated 
Motion; and further

That the Planning and Property Committee recommends that 
Council:

1. Adopts the City of Kenora Official Plan inclusive of Staff-
initiated Motion; and 

2. Forwards the Official Plan as adopted, along with the 
“Record” as required under the Planning Act, to the Minister 
of Municipal Affairs and Housing for final approval.
